ONGOING MATTERS
· NAPP/Other PPG’s Update 
Nothing to report at present.
· PPG awareness week – 3rd to 8th June
Due to the short notice given no committee member is available to attend the surgery to promote the PPG during this week.  The awareness week will be mentioned in the newsletter and the group will try to organise a promotional week in the near future. · Batch/Repeat Prescriptions
A pilot scheme will be launched in the near future for EPS (Electronic Prescription Service), Woodbrook Medical Centre will be taking part in this scheme.  EPS enables repeat prescriptions that have been authorised by a GP to be sent electronically to the patients chosen pharmacy from where the patient can then collect their medication – hence no more paper repeat prescriptions to be collected by the patient at the surgery and to be taken to a pharmacy for the dispensing of the medication.  The PPG will assist in promoting this idea to the patients when the scheme is to due be launched.
· Medication Wastage 
The next local CCG/PPG meeting is to be held in July, CM will raise the issue at this meeting.  Action : CM
An article on Medication Wastage has been written up by CM and will be published in the next newsletter.
